	 Lunchtime enrichment sports clubs and weekly lessons run by Premier Education. Teachers coached by sports specialists. Access to Premier Education plans. 




Wide range of opportunities and experiences through extra-curricular clubs, friendly house competitions and enrichment days. Children participated in festivals/ tournaments held by NHSSP.


	More children engaging in sports games at lunchtimes which are built on PE skills learnt during lessons. Staff survey show teachers have benefitted from PE coaching. Teachers have increased confidence and knowledge in specific PE units such as gymnastics and multi- skills.

Children’s fitness levels have improved as well as their engagement in these activities. In dance and gymnastics in particular, children were observed to perform sequences with greater control, accuracy of movement and fluency. Inspired children through an Athlete visit linked to Olympics.
	 Some children on part- time timetables and with social, emotional needs have difficulties in accessing PE. This is something the school as a whole is working on to support these particular children. 
	We identified areas of support that are still to be addressed this year. Further opportunities to refresh and update staff teaching of PE is always valuable.

All children will be involved in 3 enrichment sessions throughout the year. Children will have a greater awareness on how to keep healthy and wellbeing. Children will enjoy being part of a house team and have a sense of pride in their achievements. 



Children in EYFS and KS1 will have a greater knowledge of fundamental skills, key vocabulary and how to perform activities taught in enrichment sessions.

	KS1 teachers have used Premier Education lesson plans to teach two PE sessions a week. Staff surveys show that teachers are using the plans well and specifically find the differentiation of SEN/ More able useful. Teachers say some plans are difficult to follow but the diagrams help. Confidence in teaching PE has increased. 



3 enrichment days have been carried out/ planned for the remainder of the year. Pupil voice shows that children know how to keep healthy and have enjoyed taking part in inter- house competitions. Pupil Parliament have introduced new play equipment in assemblies and led the playleaders in setting up at playtimes. New playground equipment purchased last year have been used to a greater degree. Observations of lunchtimes have been carried out and feedback given to Premier Education. A timetable which reflects PE skills taught has been actioned at lunchtimes. An increased uptake of pupil premium pupils attending extra-curricular activities through funding. Purchase of indoor climbing frame did not go ahead due to school budget.


Observations of PE enrichment sessions by PE lead and Premier Education carried out and feedback given. Meetings with Head, PE Lead and Premier Education to plan and refine sports opportunities carried out. 
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
