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Reception Phonics 

Thank you to all those who were able to attend the Reception Phonics meeting yesterday afternoon. 
 

Attached are the slides used and some videos that were shared if you were unable to attend the 
meeting. 

 

We spoke a lot about 'little and often' always being better than nothing - there is no expectation for 
the children to read whole books every evening during the Infant School but 5 mins with 

parents/carers or even older siblings every evening makes the world of difference to phonics 
progress in school. This could be practicing sounds, reading a sentence, spotting sounds in the 

environment, playing 'fred' games to practice blending. 
 

Please keep an eye out for your child's sound books in their book bags, these are the sounds your 
child has learnt in school, space to practice writing the sounds as well as a QR code on the back cover 

to scan to play a blending game with Fred.
