Home Time Collection Consent 

The School will:

· Ask parents to complete a new home time consent form at the start of every academic year to ensure that we have the most up to date information with regards to who parents/carers give consent to collect their child.
· Not release the child until we have parental consent, if an adult comes to collect a child who is not on the home time collection consent list and we haven’t had permission from the parent/carer, even if the adult gives the correct password.
· Ask for a form of ID as well as the password to check the name of the authorised adult and their details against the consent information If a parent has given consent, but the staff member doesn’t know what the collecting adult looks like.
· Ask parents to carry a form of ID on the at the beginning of a school year or with a new member of staff, In the first instance where staff are getting to know 1:1 correspondence of pupils and their parents.
· No longer require ID for collecting adults or parents that they know are allowed to collect and they recognise them. 
· Highlight on the consent form pupils whereby any mutual agreements are made between parents and school, so that all staff know that there is a risk of an unauthorised adult collecting.
· Seek confirmation from the primary parent carer prior to releasing the child if a parent with parental responsibility comes to collect but is not a regular collector.
· Ensure that all staff have read and understood where the home time consent information is kept and that they have understood the collection arrangements of all pupils in their care. 
· Collect Information prior to each academic year via a google form. (See Appendix 1) 


Parents/Carers will
· Request a meeting with a Designated Senior Person at any time to discuss home time collection arrangements. 
· Email the school if they have lost or forgotten a password, and we will check the incoming email address with the address we have on file and send further details.  
· Ensure that authorised adult’s consent to the parents/carers sharing their details with the school and holding them on file for the academic year.
· Inform the school of any current court orders and provide copies for the school to keep on file. 
· Ensure that any adult that collects with written consent must also know the child’s collection password.
· Brief authorised collecting adults to ensure they have a form of ID on them in the event they are asked.  
· Email the school if they wish for a sibling to collect that is under the age of 16. Confirming they take full responsibility and give consent for the school to release the pupil to them. 
· Upon doing the above, we will need full name and description if we have not seen the child before as they will not have a form of ID for us to cross reference. The child collecting will also need to know the password.
